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Literacy
Our Literacy work this term will include:
· Writing a newspaper report based on a missing girl: Alma
· Writing a narrative based on their reading of Short by Kevin Crossley-Holland.

Maths
The children will continue to develop their skills in number and the four operations within different contexts. We will also be focusing on fractions, decimals and percentages and the children will be given plenty of opportunities to practise these skills during arithmetic and morning fluencies. We will be recapping our mathematical vocabulary with words associated with fractions such as numerator, denominator, integer and mixed number. Other areas will include measurement and geometry.

History
During this term, the children will be finding out about the Ancient Greeks: their lives, their achievements and their influence on the Western world. Exploring different kinds of historical sources, they will research lifestyle, religion and warfare; study key ancient Greek buildings and artefacts; learn what education was like for the children of Ancient Greece and discover the origins of the Olympic Games.

Science
During this term, the children will continue their work focusing on ‘Electricity’. They will compare and give reasons for variations in how components function and learn the correct symbols for drawing circuit diagrams.
We will also be learning about Animals – including humans. In this topic, the children will learn about the vital parts of the circulatory system describing the functions of the heart, blood vessels and the blood.

Art
Painting and Mixed Media: Artist Study
The children will be exploring a selection of paintings through art appreciation activities. They will collect ideas in their sketchbooks and plan for a final piece after researching the life, techniques and artistic intentions of an artist that interests them.

PSHE
Within PHSE, we will be looking at our dreams and goals, setting realistic goals for the future and discuss ways to keep motivated in order to achieve them. After half term, we will move onto the topic ‘Healthy Me.’ Linking with our Science work, the children will discover how to keep healthy both physically and mentally. This will include discussions around different types of drugs and their effects on the body particularly the heart and liver.
