Autumn Term Overview
During this term, we will focus on settling in the children into their new routines, developing their independence, resilience and stamina for work through positive reinforcement of our expectations for learning.

English
Reading
The children will continue to bring their reading records daily and we will still be looking for 4 reading entries every week. Guided reading will focus on key concepts, and we will practice those skills daily in guided reading sessions and reinforce them in English sessions. During our Guided Reading lessons, we will be working on The Stolen Spear and Amelia Fang and the Barbaric Ball. We will use these stories to immerse the children into our key concepts and to help develop the children’s vocabulary. Within writing, we will have a look at stories, recounts, instructions and poems this term. We will use these to help develop our writing skills and our grammar.
History and Geography
The children will be learning about the Stone Age to the Iron Age as part of their HISTORY learning. They will be looking at timelines, using evidence to find out about the everyday lives of people including their ideas and beliefs. In GEOGRAPHY that the Earth is constructed in layers, and the crust is divided into tectonic plates. They study the formation and distribution of mountains, volcanoes and earthquakes and use Mount Etna to identify how human interaction shapes a volcanic landscape.
PSHE 
As part of their Jigsaw learning they will be getting to know each other, understanding the need for rules and how their actions can have consequences for themselves and others.
PE
Year 3 PE lessons are on Mondays and Thursdays. Please make sure that your child has a water bottle in school every day and if they would like, a piece of fruit for their snack.

We will be starting our Jigsaw work on Being Me in My World.
